TransQuote
–Smileware –  
Hosting requirements & Installation

You need a website and your host must support PHP, and that's about it. If you wish to receive email notifications, the mail() function must be activated. (which is usually the case).

This application consists of 2 files: 

· transQuote.php and 

· QuoteAdmin.php 

transQuote.php is the application proper, and QuoteAdmin.php is a password protected log file. To work, these 2 files must be in the same folder. 

If you are somewhat familiar with PHP and webpages in general, open transQuote.php and follow the comments to edit the settings (language pairs, rates,...). Copy/paste everything in one of your webpages, fix the format a bit as needed. Upload both files, test, and add some links to it. Done. 

If you need more detailled explanations, just read on. No knowlegde of PHP is required to install or use this application. None whatsoever. So if you are not to familiar with Web developpement, relax. It really is quite simple. If you run into trouble, you can always contact me, and I will help you out as much as I can.

Open transQuote.php in a text editor (notepad is fine), or better in a web page editor. (There are many very good programs you can download and use for free. If you don't have one, look in the “tool” menu, in “HTML editors”). 

Anyway, once you have opened the file, you will see comments like this:

All you have to do is find those comments and follow the instructions. There are 8 of them. Notice the number in the middle of the first line. Here is a short run through:

1. Enter your language pairs

2. Enter the contact email / url that will be displayed to the customer with the quote. 

3. Enter your rates per word for each of your language pairs. 

4. Extra charge for web pages. If you have one, enter it here. 

5. Currency symbol. This is not used in the calculation. 

6. Minimum charge. If you don't have one, type "0". DO NOT remove that line. 

7. Admin password for QuoteAdmin.php. 

8. Enter the email address at which you want to receive a notification. This address will not be displayed 

Once you have made these changes, save the file.

Upload both files on the root of your website and it should work. To test it, type www.yoursite.com/transQuote_navy.php in your browser (if you downloaded another theme, use its name instead). Try it a few times to make sure everything works as it should. Then go to www.yoursite.com/QuoteAdmin.php and enter your password (which you have choosen in #7 above) to see how this works. If you try QuoteAdmin first, nothing will happen because the log file is empty. 
If QuoteAdmin.php doesn’t work, it may be because it is write-protected. (TransQuote must be able to write on the file, so of course, if it is write-protected, bothing much will happen. The solution is simple: You connect to your site via ftp, right-click on the file on the server, choose “properties” and enter "666" for the permissions. 

If everything works fine, copy the whole content of transQuote.php in one of your web pages and upload it. Run a couple more tests just to make sure, add some links on your website to that page so that your visitors know about your online quote calculator, and you are all set.
